The Census of Population and Dwellings has been an important source of information for Maori
for more than a century. The 1991 Census was the first time since 1901 that a question on iwi
affiliation was included. The iwi affiliation question has been included in each subsequent
census, in recognition of the importance of including this traditional Maori institution in official
statistics.

The profile
presents a wide range of information on the social and economic well-being of iwi, which will
allow you to measure the development of your iwi and assist in future decision making and
planning.

Individual iwi profiles are produced for all iwi listed on the Statistics New Zealand classification of
iwi. For data quality purposes, information for smaller iwi may be limited. The accuracy of
percentages, medians, and averages may be affected by the random rounding of data,
particularly for iwi with small populations.

Unless otherwise stated, all percentages and ratios in this profile exclude responses that cannot
be classified (eg 'not stated', 'response unidentifiable', 'response out of scope').

Comparability with past census data

Because the 2011 Census was cancelled after the Canterbury earthquake on 22 February 2011,
the gap between this census and the last one is seven years. The change in data between 2006
and 2013 may be greater than in the usual five-year gap between censuses. Be careful when
comparing trends.
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
